RECOGNISING that the Stabilisation and Association Apgreement between the European
Union and the Republic of North Macedonia', done at Luxembourg on 9 April 2001 (“the
EU-North Macedonia Agreement™) will cease to apply to the United Kirgdom at the end of
the transitional arrangement during which that Agreement continues to apply to the United
Kingdam;

TAKING ACCOUNT of the principles sct out in the preamble to the EU-North Macedonia
Agreement, and desiring that the rights and obligations between the Partics as provided for by
the EU-North Macedonia Agreernent should continue as modified by this Agreement;

HAVE AGREI;?D AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE |
Objectives

1. The overriding objective of this Agreement is to preserve the links between the Parties
established by the association created in Article T of the EU-Noith Macedonia Agreement.

2. In particular, the Partics agree to preserve the preferential conditions relating to trade
between the Partics which resulted from the EU-Norh Macedonia Agreement and to provide
a platfonn for funher trade liberalisation between the Parties.

3. For the avoidance of doub, it is confirmed that the Parties establish an association as
well as a free trade arca in goods and associated rules in accordance with this Agreement and
atfirm the objectives in Article 1 of the EU-Nornh Macedonia Agrecment (as modified by this
instrument).

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ARTICLE 2
Definitions and Interpretation
1. Throughout this instrument: -

the “Additional Protocol” means the Additional Protocol adjusting the trade aspeets of
the EU-North Macedonia Agreement to take account of the outcome of the negotiations
between the parties on reciprocal prefcrential concessions for certain wines, the
recipmcal recognition, protection and control of wine names and the reciprocal
recognition, protection and conirol of designations for spirits and aromatised drinks,
done at Brussels on 18 December 2001

the “Incorporated Agreement” means the provisions of the EU-North Macedonia
Agreement to the extent incorporated into thiz Agreement (and related expressions arc
to be read accordingly); and

“mutatis mutandis” means with the technical changes necessary to apply the EU-North
Macedonia Agreement as if it had been concluded between North Macedonia AND the
United Kingdom, taking into account the object and purpose of this Agreement.

2. Throughout the Incorporated Agreement and this instrument, “this Agreement™ means
the entire agreement comprising this instrument and the provisions of the EU-North
Macedonia Agreement as incorporated by Article 3(1).

3. References to financial coopcration in the Incorpomated Agrecment cover a range of
forms of such cooperation and means by which it may occur, including assistance provided
through multitateral and regional organisations.

ARTICLE 3
Incorparation of the EU-North Macedonia Agrecment

Unit of Qualification

1. The unit of qualification for the application of the provisions uf this Protoce] shall be
the particular product which is considered us the basic unit when determining classificaticn
using the nomenclawire of the Harmonised System.

It follows that:

(a) when a product compased of a group or asscmbly of artickes'is classified under
the terms of the Harmonised System in a single heading, the whole constitutes the
unit of qualification;

(b) when a consipnment consists of a number of identical products classified under
the same hecading of the Harmonised System, each product must be taken
individuatly when applying the provisions of this Protacol, ’
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2. Where, under General Rule 5 of the Harmonised System, packaging is included with
the product for classification purposcs, it shall be included for the purposes of determining
origin.

ARTICLE 9

Accessories, Spare Parts and Tools

Accessorics, spare parts and tools dispatched with a piece of cquipment, machine, apparatus
or vehicle, which are part of the normal equipment and included in the price thercof or which
are not separately invoiced, shall be regarded as one with the piece of equipment, machine,
apparatus or vehicle in question.

ARTICLE 10

Sets

Sets, as defined in General Rule 3 of the IHarmonised System, shall be regarded as originating
when all component products arc originating. Neverthcless, when a set is composed of
originating and non-originating products, the set as a wholc shall be regarded as originating,
provided that the value of the non-originating products does not exceed 15% of the ex-wotks
price of the set,

ARTICLE 11

Neutral Elements

In order to determine whether a product is an originating product, it shall not be necessary to
determine the origin of the following which might be used in its manufacture:

(a) energy and fuel,
(t) plant and equipment;
(¢} machines and tools;

(d) pgoods which ncither enter into the final composition of the product nor are
intended to do so.
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TITLEINl

TERRITORIAL REQUIREMENTS

ARTICLE 12
Principle of Territoriality

1. Excem as provided for in Articles 3, 4 and paragraph 3 of this Anicle, the conditions
for acquiring ongmdtmg status sct out in Title IT shall be fulfilled without mten’upuon in the
United Kingdom, or in North Macedonia.

2. Except as provided for in Articles 3 and 4, where originating goods exported from the
United Kingdom or from North Macedonia to another country returm, they shall be
considered as non-originating, unless it can be demonstrated to the satisfaction of the ¢ustoms
authorities that:

(2) the retuming goods are the same as those exported; and

(b) they have not undergone any operation beyond that necessary to preserve them in
good condition while in that country or while being exported,

3. The acquisition of originating status in accordance with the conditions set out in Title If
shall not bc affected by working or processing done outside the United Kingdom or North
Macedonia on materials exported from the United I\mgdom or North Macedonia and
subsequently re-imported there, provided:

{a) the said materials are wholly obtained in the United Kingdom or North
Macedonia or have undergone working or processing beyond the operations
referred to in Article 7 prior to being exported; and

{b) it can be demonstmted to the satisfaction of the customs authoritics that:

(i) the rc-imported goods have been obtained by working or processing the
exporicd materials; and

(i) the total added wvalue acqﬁmd outside the United Kingdom or North
Macedonin by applying the provisions of this Article does not exceed 10%
of the ex-works price of the end product for which originating status is
claimed.

4. For the purposcs of paragraph 3, the conditions for acquiring originating status set out
in Title Il shall not apply to working ur processing done owtside the United Kingdom or
North Macedonia. Howcever, where, in the list in Incorporated Annex 1T a rule sctting a
maximum veluc for all the nen-originating materials incorporated is applied in detzrmining
the originating status of the end product, the total value of die non-originating matcrials
incorporated in the territory of the Party concemed, taken togethe: with the total added valuc
acquirad outside the United Kingdom or North Macedonia by applymg the provisions of this
Article, shall not exceed the stated percentage.
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5.  For the purposcs of applying the provisions of paragraphs 3 and 4, "total added value’
mcans all costs arising outside the United Kingdom or North Macedonia, including the value
of the materials incorporated there,

6.  The provisions of paragraphs 3 and 4 shall not apply to products which do not fulfil the
conditions set out in the list in Incorporated Annex II or which can be considered sufficicntly
worked or processed only if the general tolerance fixed in Article 6(2) is applied.

7. The provisions of parageaphs 3 and 4 shall not apply to products of Chapiers 50 10 63 of
the Harmonised System.

B.  Any working or processing of the kind covered by the provisions of this Article and
done outside the United Kingdom or North Macedonia shall be done under the outward
processing arrangements, or similar arrangements,

ARTICLE 13
Direct Transpnrt

I.  The preferential treatment provided for under this Agreement shall apply only 1o
products satisfying the requirements of this Protocol, which are transported directly between
the Parties or through the territorics of the other countries referred to in Artigles 3 and 4 with
which cumulation is applicable. However, products constituting one single consignment may
be transported through other territories with, should the occasion arise, trans-shipment or
temporary warehousing in such territories, provided that they remain under the surveillance
of the customs authorities in the country of transit or warchousing and de not undergo

operations other than unloading, reloading or any operation designed to preserve them in
gowd condition.

Originating products may be transported by pipeline across a territory other than that of the
Parties.

2. Evidence that the conditions set out in paragraph 1 have been tulfilled shall be supplica
to the customs authorities of the importing Party by the production of:

(2) a single transpoit document covering the passege from the exporting Party
through the country of transit; or

(b) a certificate issued hy the customs authoritics of the ccunwy of transit:
(i) giving an exact description of the products;

(it) stating the dates of unloading and reloading of the products and, where
applicable, the names of the ships, or the other meuns of transport used; and

(iii) certifying the conditions under which the products remained in the transit
country; or

{c) failing these, any substantiating documents.
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ARTICLE 14
Exhibitions

1.  Originating products sent for exhibition in & country other than those referred to in
Articles 3 and 4 with which cumulation is applicable, and sold after the exhibition for
importation in the United Kingdom or North Macedonia, shall benefit on importation from
the provisions of this Agreement, provided it is shown to the satisfaction of the customs
authorities that;

(a) an exporter has consigned these products from the United Kingdom or North
Macedonia to the country in which the exhibition is held and has ¢xhibitcd them
there;

(b) the products have been sold or otherwise disposed af by that exporter to a person
in the United Kingdom or North Macedonia;

(¢) the products have been consigned during the exhibition or immediately thereafter
in the state in which they were sent for exhibition; and

(d) the products have not, since they were consigned for exhibition, boen used for
any purpos¢ other than demonstration at the exhibition,

2, A proof of origin shall be issued or made out in accordance with the provisions of Title
V and submitted to the customs authorities of the United Kingdom or North Macedonia in the
normal manner, The name and address of the exhibition shall be indicated thereon, Where
necessary, additional documentary evidence of the conditions under which they have been
exhibited niay be required.

3.  Paragraph | shall apply to any trade, industrial, agricultural 'or crafis exhibition, fair or
similar public show or display which i3 not organised for private purposes in shops or
business premises with a view to the sale of foreign products, and during which the products
remain undecr customs control. '

TITLE IV

DRAWBACK OR EXEMPTION

ARTICLE 15

Prohibition of Drawback of, or Exemption from, Fi;lblﬂs Duties

1. Non-originating matcrials used in the marufacture of products originating in the United
Kingdom or in North Macedonia for which a proof of ongin is issued or made out in
sccordance with the provisions of Title V shall not be subject in the United Kingdom or
North Macedonia to drawback of, or exemption from. custams dutics of whatever kind.
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2.  The prohibition in paragraph 1 shall apply 0 any amangement for refund, remission or
non-payment, partial or complete, of customs duties or charges having an equivalent effect,
applicable in the United Kingdom or North Macedonia to materials used in the manufacture,
where such rcfund, remission or non-payment applics, expressly or in effect, when products
obtained from the said matcrials are exported and not when they are retained for home use
there,

3.  'The exporier of products covered by a proof of origin shall be prepared to submit at any
time, upon request from the customs authoritics, all appropriate documents proving that no
drawback has been obtained in respect of the oon-originating materials used in the
manufaciure of the products conccrned and that all customs duties or charges having
equivalent ¢ffect applicable to such materials have actually been paid.

4,  The provisions of paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Article shall also apply in respect of
packaging within the mcaning of Article 8(2), acccssories, spare parts and tools within the

. meaning of Article 9 and products in a sct within the meaning of Article 10 when such items
arc non-¢riginating,

5.  The provisions of paragraphs 1 to 4 shall apply only in respect of materials which are of
the ki to which this Agreement applies.

TITLE YV

PROOF OF ORIGIN

ARTICLE 16
General Requirements

1. Products originating in one of the Parties shall, on importation into the other Party,
benefit from the provisions of this Agreement upon submission of onc of the following proofs
of origin:

{a) a movement certificate EUR.1, a specimen of which appears in Incorporated
Annex 111 a;

(b) a movement certificatc EUR-MED a Spccilncn of which appears in Incorporated
Anncx lII b; or

(¢} in the cases specified in Arnticle 22(1), a declaration (hereinafter referred to as the
‘origin declaration’ or the ‘origin declaration EUR-MED") given by the exporter
on an invoice, a delivery note or any other commaercial document which describes
the products concemexl in sufficicnt detail 10 enable them to be identified. The
texts of the origin declarations appear in Incorporated Annexes |V a and b.

2.  Notwithstanding paragraph 1. originating products within the meaning of this Pratocol
shall, in the casss specified in Article 27, bencfit from this Agrecment without it being
necessary toa subinitany of the proofs of origin referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article.
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3.  Notwithstanding paragraph 5 of Article 17 and paragraph 3 of Article 22 below, where
cumulation involves only the United Kingdom, the European Union, Switzerland (including
Liechtenstein), lceland, Norway, the Faroe Islands, Turkey, the Republic of Albania, Bosnia
snd Herzegovina, North Macedonia, Montenegro, the Republic of Serbiu, or the Republic of
Kosovo, the proof of origin may be a movement certificate EUR.1 or an origin declaration,

ARTICLE 17
Procedure for the Issue of a Muovement Certificate EUR,]1 or EUR-MED

1. A movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED shall be issued by the customs authoritics
of the exporting Parly on application having been made in writing by the exporter or, under
the expoiter’s responsibility, by his authonised representative.

2. For this purpose, the exporter or his authorised representative shall fill in both the
movement certificate EUR.} or EUR-MED and the application form, specimens of which
appear in the Incorporated Annexes 111 a and b. These forms shall be completed in onc of the
tunguapes in which this Agreement is drawn up and in accordance with the provisions of the
national law of the exporting country. If the completion of the forms is done in handwriting,
they shall be completed in ink in printed characters. The description of the products shall be
given in the box rcserved for this purpose without leaving any tlank lines. Where the box is
not completely filled, a horizontal kine shall be drawn below the last linc of the description,
the empty space being crossed through

3. The exporter applying for the issuc of a movement certificatc EUR.1 or EUR-MED
shall be prepared 0 submit at any time, al the request of the customs authorities of the Uniled
Kingdom or North Macedonia where the movement certificate EUR.1 or CUR-MED is
issued, all appropriate documents pmwng the originating status of the products concerned as
well as the fulfilment of the other requirements of this Protocol.

4. Without prcjudice to paragraph 5, 8 movement certificatc EUR.1 shall be issucd by the
customs authorities of the United Kingdom or North Macedonta in the following cases:

(a)} if the products concerned can be considered as products originating in the United
Kingdom or North Macedonia, without application of cumulation with matcrials
originating in Switzerland (including Liechtenstein), Turkey or one of the
countries referred to in Articles 3(2) and 4(2) and fulﬁl the other requirements of
this Protocol; or

{b) if the products concerned can he considered as products originating in one of the
other countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4 with which cumulation is
applicable, without application of cumulation with materials originating in one of
the countrics referred 1o in Articles 3 and 4, and {ulfil the other requircments of
this Protocol, provided a cerntificate EUR-MED br an origin declaration EUR-
MED has bccn issued in the country of origin.

5. A movement certificate EUR-MED shall be issued by the customs authorities of the
United Kingdom or of North Macedonia, if the products corcerned can be cons;dered as
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products originating in the United Kingdom, in North Macedonia or in onc of the other
countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4 with which cumulation is applicable, fulfil the
requirements of this Protocol and:

{a) cumulation was applicd with materials originating in Switzerland (including
Liechtenstein), Turkey or one of the countries refcrmed to in Articles 3(2) and
4(2); or

(b) the products may be used ns matcrials in the context of cumulation for the
manufacture of products for export to one of the countries referred to in Articles 3
aml 4; or

(c) the products may be re-exported from the country of destination to one of the
countrics referred to in Articles 3 and 4.

6. A movement certificate EUR-MED shall contain one of the following statements in
English in box 7:

(a) if origin has beecn obtained by application of cumulation with materinls
originating in one or more of the countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4;

‘CUMULATION APPLIED WITH ... (name of the country/countries)’

(b) if origin has been obtained without the application of cumulation with materials
originating tn one or more of the countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4:

‘NO CUMULATION APPLIED*

7.  The customs authorities issuing movement certificates EUR.1 or EUR-MED shall take
any steps neccssary to verify the originating status of the products and the fulfilment of the
other requirements of this Protacol. For this purpose, they shall have the right 1o cell for any
evidence and to carry out any inspection of tho exporter’s accounts or any other cheek
considered appropriate. They shall also cnsure that the forms referred w in paragraph 2 are
duly completed, In particular, thcy shall check whether the space reserved for the description
of the products has been completed in such a manner as 1o cxclude all possibility of
fraudutent additions. '

8. The datc of issuc of the movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED skall be indicated in
Box 11 of the certificate.,

9. A movemcnt certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED shall be issued by the customs authorities
and made available 1o the cxporter ¢3 soon as actual exportution hes been cffected or cnsured.
ARTICLE [ 8
Movement Certificates EUR.1 or EUR-MED issued refrospectively

1.  Notwithstanding Arﬁc]e 17(9), a mwovement certificate EUR.I or EUR-MED may
exceptionally be issued after exportation of the products 10 which it relates if;
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(@) it was not issued at the time of exportation becouse of cmors, involuntary
omissions or special circumstances; or

(b) it is demonstrated to the satisfaction of the customs authorities that a movement
certificatc EUR.1 or EUR-MED was issued but was not accepted at importation
for technical reasons.

2. Notwithstanding Article 17(9), a movement certificate EUR-MED muy be issucd after
exportation of the products to which it refates and for which a movement certificate EUR.1
was issucd at the time of exportation, provided that it is demonstrated to the satisfaction of
the customs authorities that the conditions referred 10 in Article 17(S) arc satisfied.

3.  For the implementation of paragraphs | and 2, thc cxporter shall indicate in his
application the place and date of exportation of the products w which the movement
certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED relates, and state the reasons for his request.

4. The customs authorities may issue a movemcnt certificate EUR.1 or FUR-MED
refrospectively only after verifying that the information supplied in the cxporter’s application
complics with that in the corresponding file.

5. Movement certificates EUR.1 or EUR-MED issued retrospectively by apphcatlon of
paragraph 1 shall be endorsed with the following phrase in English:

*ISSUED RETROSPECTIVELY’

Movement certificates EUR-MED issued retrospectively by application of paragraph 2 shall
be endorsed with the following phrase in English:

"ISSUED RETROSPECTIVELY (Original EUR.1 No ... [date and placc of issue])
6.  The endorsement referred to in paragraph 5 shall be inserted in Box 7 of the movement
certificate EUR.] or EUR-MED.
ARTICLE 19
Bssue of a Duplicate Movement Certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED
1. In the event of thetft, loss or destruction of a movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-
MED, the exporter may apply to the customs authorities which issued it for a duplicate mada
out on the basis of the export documents in their possession.
2. The duplicate issucd in this way shall be endorsed with the following ‘word in English:-

‘DUPLICATE’

3. The ¢ndorsement referred to in paragraph 2 shall be inserted in Box 7 of the duplicate
movement certificate EUR.] or EUR-MED,
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4.  The duplicate, which shall bear the date of issue of the original movement certificate
EUR.1 or EUR-MED, shall take effect as from that date.

ARTICLE 20

Issne of Movement Certificates IIUR.! or FLIR-MED on the Basis of a Proof of Origin
' issued or madc out previously

When originating products arc placed under the control of a customs oflice in the United
Kingdom or North Macedonia, it shall be possiblc to replace the original proof of origin by
one or more movement certificates EUR.Y or EUR-MED for the purpose of sending all or
some of these products elsewhere within the United Kingdom or North Macedonia. The
replacement movement certificate(s) EUR.] or EUR-MED shall be issucd by the customs
office under whose control the products are placed.

ARTICLE 21
Accounting Segregation

1. Where considerable cost or material difficulties arise in keeping scparate stocks of
originating and non-originating materials which are identical and intcrchangeable, the
customs authoritics may, at the written request of those concerned, authorise the so-called
‘accounting segregation' method (hereinafter referred to as the ‘method) to be used for
manaying such stacks.

2,  The ncthod shall ensure that, for a specific refercnce-period, the number of products
vbtained which could be considered as ‘originating” is the same as that which would have
been obtained had there been physical scgregation of the stocks.

3.  The customs authoritics may make the grant of authorisation, referred to in paragraph 1
subject to any conditions deemed appropriatc.

4,  The method shall be applied and the application thercof shall be recorded on the basis
of the general accounting principles applicable in the country where the product was
manufactured.

5. The beneficiary of the method may make out or apply for proofs of origin, as the case
may be, for the quantity of products which may be considered as originating, At the request
of the customs authoritics, the bencficiary shall provide a statemcnt of how the quantities
have been managed.

6. The customs authoritics shall monitor the use made of the authorisation and may
withdraw it whenever the beneficiary makes improper use of the authotisation in any manner
whalsocver of fails to fulfil any of the other conditions laid down in this Protocol.
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ARTICLE 22
Conditions for making out an Origin Declaration or an Origin Declaration EUR-MED

l.  An origin declaration or an origin declaration EUR-MED as referred to in Article
16(1)(c) may be made out:

(a) by an approved exporier within the meaning of Article 23; or

(b) by ony cxporter for any consignment consisting of onc or more packages
containing originating products the total value of which does not exceed EUR
6,000,

2.  Without prejudice to paragraph 3, an ongin declaration may be made out in the
following cases:

— (a} if the products concemed may be considered as products originating in the
Uniied Kingdom or in North Macedonia without application of cumulation
with materials originating in Switzerland (including Liechtenstein), Turkey
or one of the other countries referred to in Articles 3(2) and 4(2), and fulfil
the other requirements of this Protocol; or

— {b) if the products concerncd may be considered as products originating in one
of the other countries refemed to in Asticles 3 and 4 with which cumulation
is applicable, withoul application of cumulation with materials originating
in one of the countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4, and fulfil the other
requirements of this Protocol, provided a certificate EUR-MED or an origin
declaration EUR-MED has been issued in the country of origin.

3.  An origin declaration EUR-MED may be made out if the products concerned can be
considered as products originating in the United Kingdom, in North Macedonia ot in onc of
the other countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4 with which cumulation is applicable, and
fulfil the requircments of this Protocol, in the following cascs:

— (a8) cumulation was applied with materials originating in Switzerland (including
Liechtenstein), Tutkey or one of the other countries referred to in Articles
3(2) and 4(2); or

— (b) the praducts may be used as materials in the context of camulation for the
manufacture of products for ¢xport to one of the other countries referred to
in Articles 3 an<d 4; or

Y
— {¢) the products may be re-exporled from the country of destination to onc of
" _ the other countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4.
4, An origin declaration EUR-MED shall contain one of the following statements in
English: T

(a) If origin has been obuincd by application of cumulation with materials
originating in one or more of the countries referred to in Articles 3 and 4:

4
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‘CUMULATION APPLIED WITH ... (name of the country/countries)’

(b) - if origin has been obtained without the application of cumnulation with materials
originating in one or more of the countries referred 10 in Articles 3 and 4:

‘NO CUMULATION APPLIEDY

5. The exporter making out an origin declaration or an origin declaration EUR-MED shall
be prepared to submit at any time, at the request of the customs authorities of the exporting
Party, all appropriatc documents proving the originating stars of the products concerned as
well as the fulfilment of the other requirements of this Protocol.

6.  An origin declaration or an origin declaration FUR-MED shall be made out by the
exporter by typing, stamping or printing on the invoice, the delivery note or another
commercial document, the declaration, the texts of which appear in Incorporated Annexes TV
a and b, using one of the linguistic versions set out in those Annexes and in accordance with
the provisions of the national law of the exporting country. If the declaration is handwritten,
it shall be writicn in ink in printed characters.

7. Origin declarations and origin declarations EUR-MED shall beur the miginal signature
of the exporter in manuscript. However, an approved exporter within the meaning of Article
23 shull not be required to sign such declarations provided that he gives the customs
authorities of the exporting Party a written undertaking that he accepts full responsibility for
any origin declaration which identifics him as if it had been signcd in manuseript by him.

8.  An origin declaration or an origin decluration EUR-MED may be made out by the
exporter when the products to which it relates are exported, or after :xportannn on condition
thet it is presented in the importing country at the latest two vears after the importation of the
products to which it relates.

ARTICLE 23
Approved Exporter

l.  The customs authorities of the cxporting Party may asuthorise any exporter (hercinafier
referred to as ‘approved cxporter™), who makes frequent shipments of products in accordance
to the provisions of this Agreement to make out origin declarations or origin declarations
EUR-MED irrespective of the value of the products concemed, An exporter seeking such
authorisation shall offer (o the satisfaction of the customs authorities all guaiantees nceessary
o verify the originating status of the products as well as the fulfilment of the other
requirements of this Protocol.

2. The customs authoriics may grant the status of approved exporter subject o any
conditions which they consider appropriate,

3. The customs guthorities shall grant to the approved exporter a customs authorisation
number which shall appear on the origin declaration or on the origin declaration EUR-MED.
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4.  The customs authorities shali monitor the use of the muthorisation by the approved
cxparter.

5. The customns authoritics may withdraw the authorisation at any time. They shall do so
where the approved exporter no longer offers the guarantees referred to in paragraph 1, no
longer fulfils the conditions referred to in paragraph 2 ot otherwise makes an incorrect use of
the authorisation,

ARTICLE 24
Validity of Proof of Origin

1. A proof of origin shall be valid for four months from the date of issue in the cxporting
Party, and shall be submittcd within that period to the customs authorities of the importing
Party.

2. Proofs of origin which are submitted 10 the customs authorities of the impotting Party
after the final date for presentation specified in paragraph 1 may be accepted for the purposc
of applying preferential treatment, where the failure to submit these documents by the final
date set is due to exceptional circumistances.

3. In other cases of belated presentation, the customs authorities of the importing Party

may accept the proofs of origin where the producis have been submitted hefore the said final
date.

ARTICLE 25
Submission of Proef of Qrigin

Proofs of origin shalt be submitted to the customs authorities of the importing Pany in
accordance with the procedures applicable in that country. The said authorities may require a
trenslation of a proof of origin and may also require the import declaration to be accompanied
by a statement from the importer to the effect that the products meel the condmom required
for the im plcmcmauon of this Agreement.

ARTICLE26
Impaortation by Instalments

Where, at the request of the importer and subject to the conditions laid de'wn by the customs
authoritizs of the importing D'arty, dismantled or non-assembled products within the mcamnf,
of General Rule 2(a) of the Harmonised System falling within Sections XV] and XVII or
headings 73G8 and 9406 of the Harmonised System are rmpom‘d by instalments, a single
proof of origin for such products shall be submitied to the customs authorities upon
importation of the first instalment,
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ARTICLE 27
Exemptions from Proof of Origin

. Products sent us small packages from private persons to private persons or forming part
of travellers® personal luggage shall be admitted as originating products without requiring the
submission of a proof of origin, provided that such products are not imported by way of trade
and have heen declared as mecting the requirements of this Protocol and where there is no
doubt as to the veracity of such a declaration. In the casc of products sent by post, that
declaration may be made on the customs declaration CN22 / CN23 or on a sheet of paper
annexed to that document,

2.  Imports which are occasional and consist solely of products for the personal use of the
recipicnts or travellers or their families shall not be considered ns imports by way of tmde if it
is evident from the nature and quantity of the products that no commercial purpose is in view.

3.  Furthermor, the total valuc of these products shall not exceed EUR 500 in the case of
small packages or EUR 1 200 in the case of products forming part of travellers’ personal

luggagc.

ARTICLE 28
Supporting Documents

The docuraents referred to in Articles 17(3) and 22(5) used for the purpose of proving that
products covered by a movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED, or an origin declaration or
origin declaration EUR-MED may be considered as products originating in the United
Kingdom, in North Macedonia or in one of the other countries seferred to in Articles 3 and 4
and fulfil the other requirements of this Protocol may consist, inter alia, of the following:

(a) direct evidence of the processes carried out by the exporter or supplier to obtain
the poods concerned, containcd for cxample in his accounts or internal
bookkeeping; '

(b) documents proving the originating status of materials used, issued or made out in
the United Kingdom or in North Macedonia where these documents are used in
accordance with national law;

(¢) documents proving the working or processing of materials in the United Kingdom
or in North Maccdonia, issticd or made out in the United Kingdom or in North
Maccdonia, where these documcents are used in accordance with national law;

(d) movement certificates EUR.1 ur EUR-MED or origin declarations or origin
declarations EUR-MED proving the originating status of materials used, issued or
made out in the United Kingdom or North Macedonia in accordance with this
Protocol, or in one of the other countrics referred to in Aricles 3 and 4, in
accordance with rules of origin which sre identical to the rules in this Protocol;
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(e) appropriate evidence concerning working or proccssing undergone outside the
United Kingdom, Notth Macedonia or the other countries referred to in Articles 3
and 4 by application of Anicle 12, proving that the requirements of that Article
have been satisficd.

AKTICLE 29
Preservation of Proof of Origin and Supporting Documents

I.  The exporter applying for the issuc of a movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED
shall keep for at least three years the documents referred ta in Article 17(3).

2. The exporter making out an origin declamation or origin declaration EUR-MED shall

keep for at least three years a copy of this origin declaration as well as the documents refemred
to in Article 22(5).

3. The customs authoritics of the exporting Party issuing 2 movement certificate EUR.1 or
EUR-MED shall keep for at lecast three years the application form: referred to in Article 17(2).

4.  The customs authorities of the importing Party shall kccp for at least threc years the
movement certificates BUR.]1 and EUR-MED and the origin declarations and origin
declarations EUR-MED submitted to them.

ARTICLE 30
Discrepancies and Formal Errors

I. The discovery of slight discrepancies between the statenwnts made in the proof of
origin and those made in the documents submitted to the customs office for the purpose of
carrying out the formalities for importing the products shall not fpso fucte render the proof of
origin null and void if it is duly established thmt this documcht does comespond to the
products submitted.

2. Obvious formal errors, such as typing errors, on a proof of origin shall not cause this
document to be rejected if these errors are not such as to create doubts concerning the
correctness of the statements madc in this document,

ARTICLE 31
Amounts expressed in Furo

1. For the appl:cmmu of the provisions of Anicle 22(1)(b) and Anicle 27(3) in cases
where products are invoiced in a currency other than curo, amounts in the national cusrencies
of the countrics referred to in Articles 3 and 4 equivalent to the amounts cxpressed in eurn
shall be fixed annually by each of the countries concemncd.
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2. A consignment shall benefit from the provisions of Article 22(1Xb) or Article 27(3) by
reference to the currency in which the invoice is drawn up, according to the amount fixed by
the Party concerned.

3. The amounts to be used in any given national currency shall be the equivalent in that
currency of the amounts expressed in euro as al the first working day of October and shall
apply from 1 January the following year. The Parties shall notify cach other of the relevant
amounts,

4. A Party may round up or down the amount resulting from the conversion into its
national currency of an amount cxpressed in curo. The rounded-off amount may not differ
from the amount resulting from the conversion by more than 5%. A country may retain
unchanged its national currency equivalent of an amount expressed in euro if, at the time of
the annual adjustment provided for in paragraph 3, the conversion of that amount, prior to
any rounding-off, results in an increase of less than 15% in the national currency equivalent.
The national currency equivalent may be relained unchanged if the conversion were to result
in a decrease in that equivalent value.

5. The smounts exprcssed in euro shall be reviewed by the Partnership, Trade and
Cooperation Council at the request of any of the Partics, When carrying out this review, the
Partnership, Trade and Cooperation Council shall consider the desirability of preserving the
effects of the limits concerned in real terms. For this purpose, it may decide to modify the
amounts expressed in curo.

TITLE V1

ARRANGEMENTS FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COOPERATION

ARTICLE 32
Mutual Assistance

1. The customs authorities of the United Kingdom and North Macedonia shall provide
cach other with specimen impressions of stamps used in their customs ofTices for the issuc of
movement certificates EUR.]1 and EUR-MED and with the addresscs of the customs
authorities responsible for verifying those certificates, origin declarations and origin
declarations EUR-MED, ‘ '

2. In order to ensure the proper application of this Protocol, the United Kingdom and
North Mucedonia shall assist each other, through the competent customs administrations, in
checking the authenticity of the mavement certificates EUR.1 and EUR-MED, the origin
declarations and the origin declarations EUR-MED, and the correciness of the information
given in these documents.
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ARTICLE 33
Verification of Proofs of Origin

1.  Subsequent verificatons of proofs of origin shall be carried out at random or whenever
the customs authoritics of the importing Party have reasonable doubts as to the authenticity of

requirements of this Protocol,

2. Forthe purposcs of implementing the provisions of paragraph I, the customs authorities
of the importing Party shall retumn the movement certificatc EUR.1 or EUR-MED and the
invoice, if it has been submitted, the origin declaration or the origin declaration EUR-MED,
or a ¢opy of these documents, to the customs suthorities of the exporting Party giving, where
appropriate, the reasons for the request for verification, Any documents and information
obtained suggesting that the information given on the proof of origin is incorrect shall be
forwarded in support of the request for verification. .

3.  The verification shall be carried out by the customs authoritics of the exporting Party.
For this purpose, they shall have the ripht to call for any evidence and to carry out any
inspection of the exporter's accounts or any other check considered appropriate.

4. If the customs authorities of the importing Party decide to suspend the granting of
preferential treatment to the products concerned while awaiting the results of the verification,
release of the products shall be offered to the importer subject to any precautionary measures
judged nceessary.

5. The customs authorities requesting the verification shall be informed of the results of
this verification as soon as possible. These results shall indicate clearly whether the
documents are authentic and whether the products concerned may be considered as products
originating in the United Kiogdom, in North Macedonia or in one of the other countrics
referred to in Articles 3 and 4 and fulfil the other requircments of this Protocol,

6. If, in cases of rcasonable doubt, there is no reply within ten months of the date of the
verification request or if the reply does not contain sufficient information t0 detcrmine the
authenticity of the document in question or the real origin of the products, the requesting
custoins authorities shall, except in exceptional circumstances, refuse entitiement to the
preferences. S

ARTICLE 34
Dispate Settlement
Where disputes arise in relation to the verification procedurcs of Article 33 which cannot be
scttled between the customs authorities requesting 2 verification and the customs authorities
responsible for carrying out this verification, they shall be submitted to the Partnership, Trade

and Cooperation Council.

In all cases, the settlement of disputes between the importer and the customs authoritics of the
importing Party shall take place under the legislation of that Party,
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ARTICLE 3§
Penaltics

Penaltics shall be imposed on any person who draws up, or causes to be drawn up, a
documcent which contains incorrect information for the purpose of obtaining a preferential
treatment for products.

ARTICLE 36

Free Zones

1. The United Kingdom and North Macedonia shall take all nccessary steps to ensure that
products traded under cover of a proof of origin which in the course of transport use a free
2one situated in their territory, are not substituted by other goods and do not undergo
handling nther than normal operations designed to prevent their deterioration.

2. By way of derogation from paragraph 1, when products originating in the United
Kingdom or in North Macedonia are imported into a free zone under cover of a proof of
origin and undergo treatment or processing, the authorities concerned shall issue a new
movement certificate EUR.1 or EUR-MED at the exporter’s request, if the treatment or
processing undergonc complies with this Protocol.

ARTICLE 37
Derogations

| have the honour to acknowledge the receipt of your Note dated 3 December 2020 which
reads as follows:

“l have the honour to refer to discussions between the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern lIreland (“the United Kingdom”) and the
Government of the Republic of North Macedonia (“North Macedonia”) (together, “the
Participants™) concerning the limited number of areas in which clarity is required as to the
interaction between the Partnership, Trade and Cooperation Agreement between the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Republic of North
Macedonia from its entry into effect (“the UK-North Macedonia Agreement”) and the
Agreement on the Withdrawal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland from the European Union and the European Atomic Energy Community, signed
in London and Brussels on 24 January 2020 (“the Withdrawal Agreement”), the latter of
which includes the Protocol on Ireland/Northern Ireland (“the Protocol”).

As a result of these discussions, it is the understanding of the Government of the United
Kingdom that, necessary for the consistent and concurrent application of the UK-North
Macedonia Agreement (from its entry into effect) and the Protocol, the following
arrangements (together, “the Arrangements™) will apply:

1. The Participants recognise the paramount importance of protecting the peace
process in Northern Ireland and upholding the Belfast (‘Good Friday') Agreement
1998, and understand that the United Kingdom will take certain measures further to
the provisions of the Protocol.

2. The Participants understand that under the Protocol goods brought into Northern
Ireland from outside the European Union that are “at risk” of subsequently being
moved into the European Union' shall be subject to European Union import duties.
For goods that are not “at risk”, United Kingdom duties apply when they are imported
from outside the United Kingdom or European Union.

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The Participants acknowledge that the circumstances in which goods brought into
Northern Ireland from outside the European Union will be considered to be at risk of
subsequently entering the European Union is required to be established in a decision
of the Joint Committee established under the Withdrawal Agreement, which is
expected to be adopted before the end of the transition period.?

The United Kingdom intends to publish an explanation of the effects of the decision
online, once agreed with the European Union. The United Kingdom will also provide
technical guidance for businesses, outlining the arrangements for bringing goods into
Northern Ireland, as soon as practicable.

3. The Participants understand the provisions within the UK-North Macedonia
Agreement regarding Geographical Indications as not having effect in Northern
Ireland, where these provisions adversely affect the functioning of the trading
arrangements between Northern Ireland and the European Union as specified in
particular in Article 5.4 and Annex 2 of the Protocol.

4. The Participants will interpret Article 4 of the UK-North Macedonia Agreement
(references to European Union law) in a manner that is consistent with the
application of European Union legislation to and in the United Kingdom in respect of
Northern Ireland in accordance with the Protocol.

The Arrangements will apply from the entry into effect of the UK-North Macedonia
Agreement and for so long as Articles 5 to 10 of the Protocol continue to apply to the
United Kingdom in respect of Northern Ireland.

JOINT DECLARATION CONCERNING A TRILATERAL APPROACH TO
RULES OF ORIGIN

In relation to incorporated Protocol 4 (Definition of the concept of ‘originating
products’ and methods of administrative cooperation) to the Partnership, Trade and
Cooperation Agreement between the Republic of North Macedonia and the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (“Agreement’), North Macedonia
and the United Kingdom and have adopted the following declaration:

Joint Declaration concerning a Trilateral Approach to Rules of Origin

l.  In advance of the conclusion of trade negotiations between the European
Union and the United Kingdom, the United Kingdom and North Macedonia
recognise that a trilateral approach to rules of origin, involving the European
Union, is the preferred outcome in trading arrangements between the United
Kingdom and Macedonia, and the European Union. This approach would replicate
coverage of existing trade flows and allow for continued recognition of originating
content from either of the United Kingdom or North Macedonia and from the
European Union in exports to each other, as per the intention of the Stabilisation
and Association Agreement between the European Communities and their Member
States, of the one part, and the Republic of North Macedonia, of the other part. In
this regard, the United Kingdom and North Macedonia understand that any
bilateral arrangement between them represents a first step towards seeking this
outcome.

2. In the event that the United Kingdom and the European Unicn reach an
agreement on rules of origin appropriate for a trilateral approach, the United
Kingdom and North Macedonia approve taking the necessary steps, as a matter of
urgency, to update Protocol 4 of the Agreement to reflect a trilateral approach to
rules of origin involving the European Union. The necessary steps will be taken in
accordance with the procedures of the Partnership, Trade & Cooperation Council
contained in Protocol 4 of the Agreement. Should the agreement between the
United Kingdom and European Union not include rules or origin suitable for a
trilateral approach at entry into force, both parties conSIder thal a trilateral approach
will continue to be the overall ambition.

3. This Joint Declaration will come into effect on the entry into force of the
Agreement and will continue in operation until terminated in writing by either the
United Kingdom or _Républic of North Macedonia. Termination will take effect
immediately upon the date cf such notification. o
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The foregoing record represents the understandings reached between the
Government of the Republic of North Macedonia and the Government of United
Kingdom of-Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the upon the matters referred to

therein.
