We are developing an efficient Customs Service

With the Civil Servant Law, that entered into force in
July 2000, the Customs Administration has start-
ed the activities for its own reform as a public citi-
zens service, The Customs Administration will deve
lop the implementation of this Law within the area of
the status, the rights, the obligations, the responsi-
bilities of the civil servanis, the evaluation sys-
tem, as well as the salary and the compensation syvs-
tem, according to the scope, the way of work and the
organisation of the Customs Administration, as well
as the rights and the obligations of the Cusioms offi-
cers determined by the Customs Law. This will cause
long term activities that will be implemented in coor
dination and by recommendation of the Civil Servant
Agency, and in the direction of:

- analysis and development of integrated relations be
tween the management, the personnel resources and
the strategy of the service;

= definition of the best solutions for practical imple-
mentation of regulations;

- evaluation of the performed work and the mobili-
ty of the personnel resources through the rotation sys
tem;

- preparation of a salary and a compensation sys-
tem on the basis of competence, responsibility and ac
hieved results;

- promotion of the career of the personnel on the basi
s of a constant annual supervision and evaluation of t
he previous year,

Our tendency is to develop an efficient Customs Ser
vice incorporated in the organisational structure an
d responsibilities based on the national legisla-
tion and the EU legislation.

Training- a precondition for success

The training programmes were directed towards the
development of the Customs Service as & modern an
d an efficient service. For this purpose, it was worke
d upon the development strategy, the reforms of the ¢
onstant basic training and the specialised training wit
h the usage of modern training techniques, prepara-
tion of our own materials and guidelines, evalua-
tion and supervision of the trainers, registering the re
sults of the training of the employees.

A basic training was held with 287 Customs work-
ers, 132 with university degree and 155 with high-sc
hool degree,

This programme also included a training of t
wa snilling dogs for discovering hard and easy drugs
and a training of two Customs dog handlers at the C
ustoms Dog Training Centre in Germany.

For a timely education on the implementation of sim
plified procedures. a seminar was held by an Italian e
xpert, and there was also a study visit to Italy for obt
aining practical experience for the simplified proce-
dures in the implementation of the Law.

We also need to mention the building and the func-
tioning of the temporary Customs Terminal near
Stenkovec, with the means provided by the USA
Government,

The adeguate infrastructure and the border cross-
ing equipment as well as the other facilities of the 8
ervice present an essential precondition for the pro
per implementation of the Customs procedure.

Payment of Customs duties and taxes during the
Customs procedure

In the yvear of 2000, with the Customs procedures mo
re than 25 billion Denars have been collected, which
in the Budget of the Republic of Macedonia is a par-
ticipation of 509 .

The collection of the Customs duty and taxes has rea
ched a level of 7.751.954.752 Denars and in com-
parison with 1999 it is smaller for 6,26 index points.
This is due to the operationalisation of the general sir
ategy of the Macedonian state for its involvement in
the international trade flows, which means decrease i
n the protectionism at the domestic market. This tren
d for decreasing the Customs duty and taxes is plann
ed 1o be continued in the next years as well,

The VAT Law basically changed the methodology fo
r the caleulation and collection of duties and excise.
This has resulted in four times bigger amount of the
paid tax and excise { 17.365.569.433,00 denars) for 2
000 in comparison with 1999 (4.251 487 _733,00).
The Budget expenses for 2000, according to the pro-
Jection of the current expenses, are 177 mil.den., out
of which 40 mil. den. are for material expenses and |
32 mil. den. for salaries and compensations. The tota
Ily approved means for salaries, compensations and
material expenses are 18% of the collected rev-
enue for Customs registration of 1 billion denars,

We try fo provide a maximum efficiency and integri
ty during the collection of Customs duty and taxes
with the development of appropriate procedures for

registration and analysis of the collected rev-
enues, fimely transfer and coordination with the Na
tional Budget.

THE CUSTOMS LAW AND
THE VALUE ADDED TAX LAW

The Customs Law, which is identical with the Europ
ean Legislation in the area of Customs work, and the

VAT Law, out of which the new qualitative func-
tion of the Customs for VAT collection during import
of goods and services has emerged, started to be imp
lemented from 01.04.2000. The Customs Administra
tion of the Republic of Macedonia has actively par-
ticipated in the preparation of the two laws, and, fur-

The Mew Customs Law includes the provisions of th
e International Cooperations and Conventions on Cu
stoms work and its basic objectives are:

- bigger competencies of the Customs Service and i
mprovement of its status in order to increase its effi-
ciency;

- emphasis of the control functions of the Customs S
CIVICE;

- introduction of selectivily during Customs proce-
dures;

- stricter policy for penalties;

- provision of means for payment ol the Customs deb
[

- implementation of simplified customs procedures;
- simplified administrative procedures.

According to the recommendations of the European
Union and the World Customs Organisation, the Har
monised System for Classification of Goods, with th
e Law on Customs Tariff, has been implemented in t
he VAT Law as well. This means that the determina-
tion of the VAT rate is made according to the classi-
fication of goods in the Harmonised System.

The tendency is to build a stable and overall legal sy
stem which will provide equal implementaion of the

Customs legislation of the European Union that in
tends to reinforce the authorities of the Customs wo
rkers, during which the obligations and the righis o
Jthe Customs officers, the business and the gener-
al public will be treated ftransparently.

CONTROL AND INVESTIGATION

The activities within the framework of control and in
vestigation are directed towards the combat against i
legal trade, smuggling and fight azainst the most sop
histicated types of crime: money laundry, organ-
ised crime, bribery and corruption,
For the realisation of the above mentioned issues, we
have worked on the preventive control of docu-
ments and goods in the Customs Offices and compa-
nies, discovering smugeled goods, customs offences
and the infringements of the currency law, as well as
discovering drugs and precursors with the help of do
2s.

From the financial point of view, with the perfor-
med additional, partial and detailed controls, addi-
tional payment of customs duties and taxes have bee
n made with the amount of 3,541,187 DM, which co
mpared with 1999 15 approximately a 5 times big-
ger amount,

For the fulfillment of the listed perspectives of the C
ontrol and Investigation Sector, it is directed toward
s the completion of the secondary legislation which
will give the legal framework for the work of the Cu
stoms officers who are responsible for the control an
d combat against illegal trade. Primarily, these are th
e guidelines for usage of fire arms, controlled deliv-
eries, house search for detection and more detailed d
etermination of the other authorities determined by
he Customs Law.

Apart from the logistic support for this aspect, the ve
ar of 2001 should be a year for completion of the gro
ups of the subordinated depariments which will mea
n opening a space for further professional profil-
ing and the personnel training.

The member of the highest manage-
ment body-the Committee on Common Cooperation,
is the Head of the Control and Investigation Sector o
f the Macedonian Customs Administration. We need
to emphasise our leading position in the Centre, beca
use the Director of the Department for Legal Matters
in the Centre is a representative from the Macedonia
n Customs Administration.

CUSTOMS LEGAL MATTERS

Customs administrative, criminal and penal pro-
visions and acting on behalf of the Macedonian C
ustoms Adminisiration in front of the judicial bod
ies

The year of 2000 was marked by the participation in
the preparation, as well as the implementation of the
Mew Customs Code and the secondary legisla-
tion. A great number of instructions have been pre-
pared for the work of the Customs Houses and there
was an active participation in the training of the new
Customs officers and other persons involved in the C
ustoms procedures ( freight forwarders, trans-
porters, proprietors, etc.). Within this scope, acting i
n behalf of the Customs Administration in front of th
e judicial organs on penal, criminal and civil mat-
ters 15 also myolved.

Preparation of the Law on amendments and addi-
tions to the Customs Tariff Law

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ty of an active participation of our experts in the cre-
ation and technical performance of the Law. The ten-
dency was Lo decrease the Customs rate, because of t
he greater liberalisation of the market and stimula-
tion of the competition.

The obligations for the classification of goods accord
ing to the Customs Tariff Code are twice as big, and i
t has resulted in 65 issued certificates and shorten-
ing the deadline for their preparation. As a result of t
he compliance with the work of the Committee on th
e Harmonised System of the Customs Cooperation C
ouneil, instructions to the Customs Houses are regu-
larly prepared for the proper classification of goods.

Laboratory analysis- key for the proper determina-
tion of the tanfl heading

For the applied 930 subjects, the Customs laborato-
ry has prepared 1128 opinions for the classifica-
tion of goods with the usage of other laboratories, co
nsultations with experts from specific areas, as well a
s the technicul documentation for the imported goods
. It has been stated that from the determined amend-
ments of the tarifl headings an additional charge of 3
40 000 DM has appeared. This confirms the need for
equipping the laboratory for its suceessful function-

ing.
Determination of the correct Customs value

In order to inform the Customs officers for the move-
ment of the prices on the world stock market and the
local markets, several notifications have been pre-
pared for the prices of the imported products, and ins
tructions for the explanation of certain problems wit
hin the area of Customs value. There have been man
y contacts with foreign Customs Administrations and

108 requests have been sent for a verification of imp
ort invoices. As a result of this, there has been an incr
ease in the Customs value of around 11, 000,000 Den
ars, during which the results have had prolonged infl
uence, because the data received in this way is a basi
s for further Customs clearance and it prevents the na
ticnal tax evasion,

Compliance with the Regulations for Foreign Trade
and Origin of Goods

The coordinated application of our and the interna-
tional legal regulation in the Customs work was a dir
ection for the activities of the part on foreign trade. A
n accent was put to the compliance with the provi-
sions of the signed Free Trade Agreements and Agre
ements on Customs Cooperation. The novelly of clas
sification of the tariff rates and the quantitative limi-
tiations during import of goods on the basis of the pri
nciple “first come, first served” has brought signifi-
cant experience.

The activities as far a origin is concerned, elimi-
nate the maltreatment of the Origin Certificates that
provide a preferential treatment.

International cooperation

The need for approximation of the Customs work towa
rds the Standards of the European Union, will certain-
ly be fulfilled with a closer cooperation with the Evrop
can Commission and the Customs Services of the EU
Member States.Apart from this, it is necessary active-
Iy to follow and participate in the work of the WCO an
d the other relevant international organisations.

We need to mention also the activities for the sign-
ing of the Bilateral Agreement for Mutual Customs Co
operation with the Republic of Slovenia, the Kingdom
of Holland, the Islamic Republic of Iran and the initia-
tion of the negotiations with the Republic of Ukraine a
nd the Republic of Romania. Furthermore, the imple-
mentation of the Free Trade Agreements with the Repu
blic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Turkey has start-
ed, which, apart from the agreements already signed w
ith Slovenia, SR Yugoslavia, Croatia and the Trade Agr
eement with EU, has imposed the need for addition-
al preparation for their proper implementation. There h
as also been an active participation in the already signe
d (not ratified yet) Free Trade Agreements with EFTA,
Ulkraing, the Agreement on Stabilisation and Associati
on between the Republic of Macedonia and the EU, as
well as the preparations for the membership in the Wor
ld Trade Organisation.

TTFSE PROJECT (WORLD BANK)

Last year the Republic of Macedonia received a cred
it from the World Bank with the amount of 9.3 ml-
lion USD, within the framework of the regional TTF
SE programme for the support of trade and trans-
port in Southeast Europe that also includes Albania,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia and Rom
ania. This Project is a result of the cooperation betwe
en the Government of the Republic of Macedonia tha
t participates with 3.1 millien USD and the American
Government that is involved with a technical assis-
tance of 1.5 million USD.

The main objectives of the Project are the decrease of 1
he non-tariff expenses in trade and transport and the pr
evention of smuggling and corruption at the horder cro
ssings. The results of this can be seen in the preven-
tion of corruption and Customs duty and tax eva-
sion, which will provide an increase in the govern-
mental revenues and a modest decrease of the effec-
tive Customs rates that will not influence the revenues.

The IT system of the Customs Administration-MAK
IS 15 based on the ASYCUDA system and it has alr
eady been functioning for 3 vears. The system has be
en developed according to the world standards and a
ceording to the EL and WCO recommendations, The
system covers all the Customs procedures during im
port and export. It is functioning at all the inland offi
ces and at some Border Crossings, MAKCIS has bee
n prepared for the implementation of the New Custo
ms Code { by selectivity) and it includes the changes
that occurred with the introduction of the VAT and th
& tax numbers. At the moment, it is being expand-
ed at the rest of the Border Crossings and also the tra
nsit control is being introduced.
Last year, computer networks have been installed at
some of the Border Crossings (Tabanovee, Medjitlija
. Deve Bair, Blace and Bogorodica) and they have be
en connected with the Customs I'T svstem.
In view of the functioning of the IT system, there has
been a complete authomatisation of the Customs pro
cedures in the submission of documents after the regi
stration of the payment. A computer supporl has been
enabled { communication with the National Paymen
t Bureau) for the centralisation and the control of the
payment of the Customs duty and tax. For this pur-
pose around 400 Customs computers have been con-
nected and about 300 external users ( brokers, air-
port enterprises, railway, mail, fast mail, Ministry of
Finance, etc.). 30 telephone lines are available for dir
ect communication with the external users.

The development of an 1T Service and an integrai-
ed IT environment is necessary for the frade facili-
tation and the enabling of a more efficent perform-
ance of the work tasks of the Customs Service,
